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FOREWORD

The year 2009 was again a very productive one 
for CentER. Of course, in this foreword I can 
only highlight the most important develop-
ments.
 This year we celebrated a large number of 
top publications, with bottles of champagne, 
and numerous bunches of flowers. Especially 
the number of publications in “top-core” jour-
nals has increased significantly in 2009. For 
more detailed information on these research 
output developments I refer to Section 1.3. 
 In 2009, we were very successful in the 
veni and vidi grant application rounds, 
receiving 2 veni grants (Catherine Schaumans 
and Gijs van de Kuilen) and 3 vidi grants 
(Joost Driessen, Roger Laeven and Stefan 
Wuyts), from the Netherlands Organization 
for Scientific Research (nwo). The three 
vidi grants we received were the only ones 
issued to Dutch economists in this round. 
Moreover, Bart Bronnenberg received a vici 
grant. In April, Eric van Damme received the 
honor of Knight in the Order of the Lion of the 
Netherlands. He was knighted for his contri-
bution to game theory and economics and also 
for his contribution to Tilburg University and 
other institutions.
 In 2009 three new research centers were 
formed under the CentER research umbrella, 
namely the European Research Institute in 
Service Science, (eriss) chaired by Mike 
Papazoglou and Willem-Jan van den Heuvel, 
the Tilburg Sustainability Center (tsc), 
chaired by Aart de Zeeuw (Scientific direc-
tor) and Hilde Baert (Managing director), 
and the Research Institute on Flexicurity, 
Labour Market Dynamics and Social Cohesion 
(ReflecT). CentER is now involved in 9 of such 
research centers: tilec, Netspar, tiber, cir, 
tilps, ebc, ReflecT, eriss and tsc.

 With respect to the Graduate School, 
there are also special facts to mention. At 
the beginning of the year, our Research 
Master programs in Economics and Business 
were re-accredited by the Dutch Flemish 
Accreditation Organization (nvao). In 
August we received word that the CentER 
Graduate School was one of nine graduate 
schools that will receive an additional grant in 
the new Graduate Program of the nwo. The 
grant (A 800,000 euro per school) is meant 
for the formation of an excellent education 
and research environment for very talented 
young researchers. Lastly, at the end of 2009, 
we launched our CentER Honors Program, 
an excellence program targeted at the top 
Tilburg University students. The program will 
commence in January 2010. 
 It is CentER’s ambition to stay in the 
top-3 in Europe and to achieve a position in 
the top-20 in the world both in economics 
and business administration. To this end, 
we launched a new international Ranking of 
Research Schools at the end of 2009. We are 
certain that this ranking will place Tilburg 
more firmly on the research map. 
 Finally, I would like to mention the posi-
tive vsnu evaluation of CentER’s research. 
On a point scale of 1-5, with 5 being the high-
est, four research groups scored 4.5 and five 
research groups scored a 5 for ‘quality’. For 
‘productivity’ seven research groups scored a 
5 and two research groups a 4.5. CentER is on 
the right track!
 This Annual Report provides an overview 
of many exciting activities and achievements 
of CentER during the past year.

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CHAPTER 1

MANAGEMENT REPORT

1.1. FOUNDING HISTORY

CentER was established in 1988 as a small 
research center of the Faculty of Economics 
and Business Administration (renamed in 
2009 to Tilburg School of Economics and 
Management (TiSEM)) at Tilburg University, 
focusing on game theory, macroeconom-
ics and applied econometrics. The institute 
reinvented itself in 1992 as a graduate school 
and broadened its scope to include additional 
research fields. The initial degree program, the 
Graduate Program in Economics (gpe), was 
launched that year, followed by the Graduate 
Program in Management (gpm) the follow-
ing year. In 2001 the gpm was remodeled 
into the Graduate Program in Business (gpb) 
and the Graduate Program in Information 
Management (gpim). 

Today, CentER is an integral part of TiSEM 
and covers all research areas in economics and 
business. Research is spread over nine research 
groups, each headed by a research coordina-
tor. The graduate school offers a full-fledged 
five-year Ph.D. program in Economics and 
in Business, incorporating course work and 
dissertation work. The Economics program 
includes the tracks of econometrics, macro-
economics and microeconomics, while the 
Business program includes the tracks of 
accounting, finance, marketing, operations 
research and organization. The Graduate 
Program in Information Management offers a 
4-year Ph.D. program.

1.2. POLICY

Mission
CentER’s goal is to be an innovative 
research institute in Economics and Business 
Administration where excellent research can 
develop and prosper. It wishes to create a stimu-
lating research environment where curious 
researchers can develop their research ideas and 
are supported in finding the answers to their 
research questions. In this fashion, CentER aims 
to stay at the European top-3 level and to reach 
a world top-20 level in both economics and 
business. 
CentER focuses on fundamental research 
although societal embedded research is encour-
aged as well. Societal developments and societal 
questions are an inspiration to our scholars 
translating research topics to society. 
CentER therefore has the following goals for the 
next five to ten years:
–	 Stay at the European top-3 level; 
–	 Reach a position in the world top-20 level in 

business and economics;
–	 Attract top scholars by offering a stimulat-

ing research environment;
–	 Facilitate research through excellent 

research facilities and relieving researchers 
of administrative tasks;

–	 Stimulate internationalization;
–	 Operating in an international network of 

top scholars; 
–	 Educate talented scholars (the top scholars 

of the future) through an excellent Research 
Master and Ph.D. program;

–	 Place 10% of CentER graduates per year at a 
top institution.
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Human Resources policy
In order to fulfill our ambitions, we invest 
heavily in research quality. Our human 
resources policy is aimed at stimulating faculty 
with potential, in particular young promis-
ing researchers at the start of their career. 
Productive researchers get extensive research 
time and limited teaching responsibilities. 
Moreover we offer incentives to researchers 
who succeed in building successful networks, 
in winning grants from the nwo and 
European Framework Programs, or otherwise 
have great added value for our community.

Research facilities
Our research facilities and data resources have 
our constant attention. Besides the support 
staff of TiSEM, at CentER and the other 
offices, the infrastructure for research is very 
important, if we are to provide a stimulating 
research environment. Investments are made 
in data, soft- and hardware to support heavy 
and complex computing and library services. 
Currently, we are also working on upgrading 
the work and study spaces for our Research 
Master students. The various databases 
purchased by the library and TiSEM in 2005 
are being continuously upgraded. In addi-
tion, another important resource is of course 
the economics laboratory (CentERlab) for 
experiments in (behavioral) economics (see 
chapter 2). 

Empirical research and data collection can be 
carried out by CentERdata, a subsidiary of 
CentER. CentERdata is specialized in online 
survey research. They manage and maintain 
several panels that regularly complete clients’ 
questionnaires through the Internet. A profes-
sional helpdesk and panel management staff 
support the fieldwork, and they are highly 
skilled in handling more traditional data 
collection methods (conducted in writing and 
by telephone). CentERdata not only collects 
data but also has the expertise to analyse these 
data. For extra information see chapter 2. 

Faculty seminars
Faculty seminars are organized in which 
researchers from all over the world pres-
ent their latest work. These are attended by 
members across the nine research groups. 
Thematic research between researchers from 
different disciplines is stimulated. 

1.3. DEVELOPMENTS WITHIN 
CENTER IN 2009

Publication trends and records
See Appendix 1 for details of CentER’s output 
in 2009. CentER’s publications trends over the 
last few years can be seen clearly in the tables 
on pages 9–10. In all cases, “top”, “very good” 
and “top-core” are according to our own inter-
nal classification.
 There have been significant increases in the 
top and top-core journals this year, however 
the number of publications in ut Dallas 
journals has decreased slightly. This is due to 
various circumstances outside our control, 
but looking at the number of papers accepted 
in these journals during the course of 2009, 
we expect 2010 to show a further significant 
increase in the number of publications in 
these journals. The tables on page 10 show our 
publication trends since 2002.

Rankings
In terms of rankings, according to the 
University of Texas Dallas Top 100 World 
Wide Rankings of Business Schools (based 
on research contribution 2004-2008), Tilburg 
ranked number 52 worldwide in 2009. 
 According to the new Tilburg University 
Top 100 of Economics Schools Research 
Ranking, launched in 2009, Tilburg 
University holds position 23 worldwide, based 
on contribution in 36 leading journals in the 
period 2004–2008.
 The CentER researchers continue to do 
well in the RePEc ranking and the Dutch 
Polderparade. The TiSEM itself also scored 
highly in the che Ranking of Universities 
and the new Shanghai ranking for economics, 
where we hold position 51–75.

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Evaluations
CentER underwent an external evaluation of 
the quality of its research programs in 2008 
together with 5 other Dutch universities, and 
the results were published at the end of 2009. 
On the points scale of 1 – 5, 5 is the highest. 
Five research groups obtained the high-
est score in the category ‘Quality’ and four 
received a 4.5 score. ‘Productivity’ received 
a score of 5 for seven research groups and 4.5 
for two research groups. The average score of 
all research groups for quality, productivity 
and relevance is even higher than in the last 
evaluation in 2002, and the mid-term internal 
evaluation in 2005, and the average score for 
quality and productivity is higher than the 
score of any other university in this round.
 The Graduate School applied for re-accred-
itation of its Research Master’s programs with 
the nvao (Netherlands Flemish Accreditation 
Organization) in 2008, and re-accreditation 
was officially granted at the beginning of 2009. 

 
1.4. SOCIETAL RELEVANCE

Societal relevance is becoming ever more 
important to CentER and TiSEM.

Popular press
Many CentER members are committed to 
writing articles in the popular press (newspa-
pers) to bring scientific knowledge to the “man 
on the street”, in layman’s terms. In addition, 
they are active in writing articles in profes-
sional journals: these are aimed at interested 
professionals, and are meant for the dissemi-
nation of scientific knowledge in the field. In 
2009, CentER members published approxi-
mately 90 articles in newspapers and popular 
publications, approximately 40 professional 
publications (articles, books and chapters) and 
111 scientific reports.

In 2008, the Dean of TiSEM initiated the 
website Me Judice, the Dutch economic 
opinion website. New articles appear almost 
daily on Me Judice, written by one of the 
many (guest)editors – all people with an 

interest in economic topics, or economists. 
Also, every week a new video item appears 
in MJ-tv, the video channel that Me Judice 
started in September 2009. Me Judice works 
together with several media partners, like nrc 
Handelsblad, z24.nl, Economisch Statistische 
Berichten and tpe Digitaal. Articles from 
Me Judice frequently appear in national and 
regional newspapers, and editors are some-
times asked to appear on radio or television. 

In the media
CentER economists, such as Harald Benink, 
Lans Bovenberg, Sylvester Eijffinger, Henriëtte 
Prast and Harrie Verbon, have this year 
contributed often to the public debate on items 
such as the recent banking crisis and public and 
private pensions through televised and other 
interviews and through opinion articles in 
newspapers. 

CentER economists are not only popular 
experts on the credit crunch, but they are also 
much sought after experts for a wide range of 
other topics. John Einmahl appeared on Dutch 
School Television at the beginning of the year, 
to explain extreme value theory on athletics 
records to school children. In addition, John’s 
research on monitoring airline safety aroused 
the interest of the Dutch Transport and Water 
Management Inspectorate, and through a 
press release on preventing skimming through 
keystroke dynamics, Salima Douhou (Ph.D. 
student Econometrics) caught the attention of 
a company that is interested in applying this 
technique. 

TiSEM researchers frequently appear in the 
(inter)national media. Whether they are 
quoted in a magazine, have written an opinion 
article for a newspaper, or commented on radio 
and television, TiSEM’s Communications 
Office keeps score of all media appearances. 
Each year, Tilburg University rewards the 
(Tilburg) researcher who scores the most 
“hits” in the popular media. In 2009, 10 
economists appeared in the “Mediatop”, with 
Sylvester Eijffinger topping the list, with 381 
media “hits”. The Free Publicity Award is

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presented annually to the faculty member who 
has made a valuable contribution to the expla-
nation of science to the man on the street. In 
2009 this was awarded to Lans Bovenberg.

In 2009, TiSEM launched Econtrack, its new 
research website. The aim of this site is to keep 
track of the economy and the top research 
carried out here, which is our contribution to 
a better understanding of the questions that 
society has. The Econtrack site has identified 
six themes, within which the top research 
is grouped: Labor, care and ageing; banking 
and financial markets; sustainability; innova-
tion and entrepreneurship; marketing and 
consumer behavior; industrial organization.

In 2009, tilcom (Tilburg Consumer Outlook 
Monitor) was launched. This is a large-scale, 
longitudinal research carried out by TiSEM 
into consumer decisions, and the expectations 
and emotions that are the fundamentals of 
these decisions. Every quarter, a representa-
tive panel of more than 2000 Dutch consum-
ers is asked to answer questions about their 
emotional reactions to expected economic 
developments, and about the consumption 
plans and behaviour that will arise from them. 
The Ecomotion Index, part of the Monitor, 
measures the economic emotions of the 
consumer. 

Research institutes
There are several specialized institutes within 
TiSEM, such as Netspar (Network for Studies 
on Pensions, Aging and Retirement), an inter-
university network with partners from the 
sector, and tcf (Tilburg Center of Finance). 
Campus-wide, there are various research 
centers that combine the expertise of different 
faculties. For example tilec (the Tilburg Law 
and Economics Center), which is an interdis-
ciplinary research initiative of TiSEM and the 
Faculty of Law; tiber (the Tilburg Institute 
for Behavioral Economics Research), in which 
TiSEM works with the Faculty of Social 
and Behavioral Sciences; and the Center for 
Innovation Research (cir) which is formed by 
researchers from both TiSEM and the Faculty 
of Social and Behavioral Sciences.

In 2009, the ebc (European Banking Center) 
went multidisciplinary, by expanding its 
expertise to the fields of law and social 
sciences. Financial support has been made 
available by the Executive Board as well as 
the participating faculties and in the coming 
years, ebc will focus on research in the areas of 
banking and financial legislation, including the 
psychological and sociological aspects. 
 
In 2009, three new research institutes were 
created, in which CentER members partici-
pate:
–	 Research Institute on Flexicurity, 

Labour Markets Dynamics and Social 
Cohesion (ReflecT), jointly with the 
Faculty of Law and the Faculty of Social and 
Behavioral Sciences; 

–	 the European Research Institute on 
Service Science (eriss), which under-
takes innovative, interdisciplinary services 
research, focusing on real-world challenges 
that demand the use of multiple concep-
tual, methodological and substantive 
approaches, and 

–	 the Tilburg Sustainability Center (tsc), 
which carries out collaborative research 
between economists, legal scientists and 
sociologists on fundamental and applied 
problems in relation to sustainability.  

Extraordinary and sponsored chairs, dual 
Ph.D. students
This year, TiSEM had 17 extraordinary or 
sponsored chairs and CentER had 9 dual Ph.D. 
students. Sponsored chairs are financed by an 
external party such as a firm, municipality, or 
(research) institute. Extraordinary or special 
chairs can be requested or created by an orga-
nization from outside the University, for an 
area of research that is not yet present within 
the University. These chairs can be created 
within a faculty or institute of the University. 
Dual Ph.D. students are subsidized promov-
endi, who, in addition to their Ph.D. research 
at CentER, are financed by a firm or govern-
ment body, because of their interest in the 
research of this Ph.D. student. 
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1.5. ORGANIZATIONAL 
STRUCTURE

CentER is governed by the Board of Directors 
and the Scientific Council. The Program 
Committees of the Graduate Program in 
Economics (gpe), the Graduate Program in 
Business (gpb) and the Graduate Program in 
Information Management (gpim) advise the 
Directors of Graduate Studies on issues related 
to the Graduate School (see also chapter 3). 
In addition, research within each of the nine 
research groups is coordinated by research 
coordinators (see also sections 2.2.1. to 2.2.9.). 
Research Coordinators and Directors meet 
four times per year in the meeting of the 
Research Coordinators Team Meeting. The 
Research Coordinators Team advises on 
all research policy matters. The Vice-Dean 
of Research also forms part of the Faculty 
Management Team, thereby establishing a link 
with TiSEM, of which CentER is a part.

1.6. MEMBERSHIP POLICY

Each year it is determined which research-
ers qualify for membership of CentER. This 
is evaluated on the basis of one’s publication 
record and citation record. The rules provide 
for a rolling deadline of three years: if some-
one reaches the threshold, (s)he will become 
a member for three years. If in the next year, 
(s)he passes it again, the expiry date of their 
membership is automatically extended for 
another three years.

Junior members may be invited to become a 
member of CentER for an initial 6-year “grace 
period”, which expires 6 years from the date 
of defense of their Ph.D. thesis. At the end of 
that grace period, re-entry will be considered 
on the basis of the rules in effect at that time. 
Affiliated faculty comply with the same crite-
ria as regular CentER members.

CentER created the “Extramural Fellow” 
position as a means of promoting contact and 
collaboration with external (business) econo-
mists and researchers in affiliated disciplines. 
Unlike an “affiliated” member of CentER, 
an Extramural Fellow is not affiliated with 
TiSEM at Tilburg University, but with another 
university, either in the Netherlands or abroad.
The “junior Extramural Fellow” position was 
created in order to maintain and promote 
contact with outstanding ex-Ph.D. students 
who have been placed at Top Institutes abroad, 
immediately after graduating from a CentER 
Ph.D. program. 

While both visitors and Extramural Fellows 
sometimes teach courses in the graduate 
programs for Research Master and Ph.D. 
students, Extramural Fellows maintain a 
long-term commitment to CentER, cultivate 
an ongoing collaboration with one or more 
of CentER’s researchers, and visit CentER 
every year. To become an Extramural Fellow, 
one must satisfy the membership criteria of 
CentER.

The Emeritus Fellow position was created as a 
means of keeping contact with those research-
ers with an excellent scientific reputation, who 
have officially retired from their employment 
with TiSEM, and CentER. 

During 2009, 262 members were associated 
with CentER. They are listed per research 
group in chapter 2. Faculty members are either:
–	 Fellows: researchers with an affiliation with 

TiSEM; or
–	 Junior fellows: researchers who received 

their Ph.D. less than six years ago; or
–	 Associated fellows: researchers with an 

affiliation with TiSEM for a position of less 
than 0.20 fte; or

–	 Visiting fellows: researchers from abroad 
who are full time at CentER for a limited 
period, typically between two months and 
one year; or

–	 Extramural fellows: researchers who 
have an affiliation with another faculty or 
university. They are at CentER between five 
and twenty days a year and contribute posi-
tively to the research climate of at least one 
of the research groups; or

–	 Emeritus fellows: researchers who have 
officially retired from TiSEM, but have been 
invited to retain membership of CentER, 
due to their excellent scientific reputation. 

All fellows are faculty members of CentER 
and participate in one or more of our research 
groups. They have been selected on the basis 
of their publications and/or citations in lead-
ing international journals and/or their track 
record as a Ph.D. supervisor, as described 
above.

2.1. INTRODUCTION

CentER’s primary mission is to carry out 
fundamental research in all major fields of 
economics and business. The role of CentER 
as an organization therein is above all to create 
an inspiring research environment – an open 
atmosphere conducive to intellectual chal-
lenge. Such optimal conditions for research 
include the presence of excellent faculty 
members, lively and frequent seminars, a 
steady flow of excellent researchers visiting 
Tilburg from all over the world, good facilities 
(supporting staff, computers, data, experimen-

tal facilities, office, library, etc.), and an abso-
lute minimum of bureaucracy. Acknowledging 
the fundamental unpredictability of scientific 
developments, no elaborate research programs 
are formulated. Researchers are encouraged 
to follow their intellectual curiosity at any 
moment rather than to adhere to previously 
mapped-out paths. Ph.D. students play an 
important role. They are not only the ones 
who learn the trade, they also stimulate faculty 
members to remain critical and alert. Last but 
not least, they produce a substantial share of 
CentER’s research output. 

CHAPTER 2

RESEARCH
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Figure 1 shows the number of faculty 
members during the last ten years

The research activities within CentER 
are organized in nine research groups: 
Econometrics, Macroeconomics and 
Microeconomics (within the Graduate 
Program in Economics (gpe)); Accounting, 
Finance, Marketing, Operations Research 
and Organization (within the Graduate 
Program in Business (gpb)); and Information 
Management (within the Graduate Program 
in Information Management (gpim)). The 
research groups mainly serve to define 
groups of people (faculty members and 
Ph.D. students) who work on similar topics. 
The focus on the basic ideas in economics 
and business naturally leads to cooperation 
between members of various research groups. 
Consequently, many researchers are members 
of more than one group. Research within each 
group is coordinated by a research coordinator. 
The Ph.D. students involved in each group are 
listed in chapter 3.

CentER seminar series
CentER has a seminar series. In this series, 
researchers from other universities or institu-
tions, as well as CentER faculty members and 
Ph.D. students, present their recent research. 
In 2009, the research groups, theme groups 
and Graduate Students’ Society organized a 
total of 267 seminars and 28 (informal) work-
shops. Over the last few years the number of 
seminars has been fairly stable. The seminars 
are listed per research group in Appendix 3.
These figures do not include the seminars held 
by any other institute, such as tilec, tiber, 
cir, ebc, etc. 

Faculty seminar series
In 2002, CentER started a Faculty Seminar 
series. These seminars, scheduled about four 
times a year, are non-technical in nature and 
appeal to a wide range of researchers in differ-
ent fields. For full details of the faculty semi-
nars held in 2009, refer to Appendix 3.11.

Figure 2 shows the number of seminars 
during the last ten years.
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Empirical Research
For empirical research, CentER provides 
computers, access to many datasets, and occa-
sional research assistance. The micro datasets 
include the unique CentERpanel, a representa-
tive internet-based telepanel of 2,000 house-
holds in the Netherlands who answer ques-
tions every weekend. The CentERpanel was set 
up as part of the “Savings Project” sponsored 
by the vsb Foundation. Not only is the data 
available to all researchers, but all research-
ers at CentER can propose new questions to 
be asked of the respondents in the panel. The 
panel is run by CentERdata, a subsidiary of 
CentER. 

In 2006, Centerdata launched a project enti-
tled “An Advanced Multi-Disciplinary Facility 
for Measurement and Experimentation in the 
Social Sciences” (mess). The project focuses 
on an advanced data collection environment 
for the social sciences, which creates maximal 
opportunities for innovation, is fast, cost 
effective, and easy to use for everyone in the 
scientific community. Access to this facility is 
open to every academic researcher at no cost 
and as such, the facility will boost research 
in the social sciences in the Netherlands and 
abroad. Moreover, a key aspect of this project 
is its multidisciplinarity: it aims at the integra-
tion of economic, social science, medical and 
psychological research. The core of this “labo-
ratory” is a representative panel of some 5,000 
households.

Another important resource within CentER 
is the economics laboratory (CentERlab) 
for experiments in (behavioral) econom-
ics. Whilst CentERlab is historically closely 
related with the Microeconomics research 
program, members of CentERlab have used 
economic experimentation for research in 
various economic fields, including research on 
auctions, market institutions, market power 
and industrial organization, voluntary public 
goods provision, savings and pension systems, 
social trust and sanctions, bargaining proce-
dures, pure game-theoretic applications and 
individual decision-making under risk and 
uncertainty. 

Applied Research
Virtually all of the CentER research groups 
and the Departments of TiSEM perform 
contract research. CentER and TiSEM facilitate 
this under the umbrella of CentER Applied 
Research. 

In 2009, there were several applied research 
projects being carried out within TiSEM. The 
projects were commissioned by various firms 
and institutes, and include: Stichting Instituut 
gak, the Netherlands Competition Authority 
(NMa), abn amro, European Investment 
Bank, reap, nevi, abp and the Ministry of 
Social Affairs and Employment. 

Research output

table, giving a quantitative overview of the 
output of each group, and the publications are 
listed below the table.

2.2.1.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009 

Research. The Econometrics group aims 
to contribute to the scientific discourse in 
econometrics and statistics at the high-
est level in both fundamental and applied 
research. As a consequence, the group strives 
to publish in the top journals of the field, i.e., 
Econometrica, the Journal of the American 
Statistical Association, the Annals of Statistics, 
the Journal of Econometrics, and the Journal 
of the Royal Statistical Society (A and B), or 
in other leading journals. Productive inter-
action and cooperation with other CentER 
research groups (in particular, Finance and 
Microeconomics) are very valuable and 
beneficial for the group members. The research 
climate is excellent: for example, there exists 
a strong seminar and visitor program, which 
attracts many international researchers each 
year. Obviously, we collaborate with research-
ers from renowned universities from all over 
the world.
 In the year 2009 the group was success-
ful in terms of having papers published or 
accepted. Many papers by members of the 
group were published in high quality, inter-
national journals, including five publications 
in top journals. Feico Drost, Ramon van den 
Akker and Bas Werker had a paper published 
in the Journal of the Royal Statistical Society 
B. Laurens Cherchye and Frederic Vermeulen 
published a paper in the Journal of Political 

Economy. Jan Magnus had a publication in the 
Journal of Econometrics and John Einmahl 
had one paper published in the Journal of the 
American Statistical Association and one in 
The Annals of Statistics. 
 In addition, a paper by Jaap Abbring got 
accepted by Econometrica. Three papers by 
Tobias Klein, Jan Magnus, and Bas Werker, 
respectively, were accepted by the Journal 
of Econometrics. Finally, a paper by Laurens 
Cherchye and Frederic Vermeulen is forth-
coming in the Journal of Economic Theory. 
Apart from these earlier prepared publications, 
the members of the group were active and 
successful in producing new results that have 
been incorporated in the CentER Discussion 
Paper Series. To be precise, fifteen DPs were 
published by members of the group. It is 
likely that many of these DPs will find their 
way to leading, international journals. Also, 
various international journals continue to 
have members of our group on their editorial 
boards.
 People. The group substantially expanded 
in 2009. Meltem Daysal (assistant professor) 
joined us from the University of Maryland 
where she obtained a Ph.D. in Economics in 
2009. Her research fields are health economics, 
labor economics, and applied microeconom-
ics. Laurens Cherchye joined as a part-time 
full professor; he is also affiliated with the 
University of Leuven. His research is in econo-
metrics and operations research and includes 
non-parametric production and efficiency 
analysis, revealed preference theory, and the 
collective model of household consumption. 
Matteo Picchio (postdoc) joined as a researcher 
for ReflecT. He obtained a Ph.D. in Economics 
from the Université Catholique de Louvain in 
2009. Christophe Croux (Catholic University 
of Leuven) and Jonathan Hill (University of 
North Carolina) were visiting fellows for part 
of 2009. Also, several new Ph.D. students 
became member of our group, and Joachim 
Inkmann left for the University of Melbourne. 
 Societal relevance. Some of the research 
published in 2009 is largely methodologi-
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cal but has policy relevant applications. For 
example, the methodological work by Tobias 
Klein has interesting implications for educa-
tional policy, demonstrating a strong positive 
relation between selection into higher educa-
tion and the returns to higher education. The 
theoretical and empirical work of Frederic 
Vermeulen and Laurens Cherchye on intra-
household bargaining and decision making is 
relevant for the analysis of the welfare conse-
quences of consumption and income taxes, 
social security benefits, child allowances, 
housing subsidies, etc.  Other studies directly 
focus on applications that are relevant for 
society. For example, the work of Saha and Van 
Soest and of Bhalotra, Valente and Van Soest 
on infant and child mortality in Bangladesh 
and India focuses on policies that can reduce 
mortality, relating to one of the United 
Nations millennium development goals.
The societal relevance is also demonstrated by 
the group’s extensive participation in Netspar, 
the Network for Studies on Pensions, Aging 
and Retirement, which aims to stimulate 
research, education and exchange of knowl-
edge with practitioners in the field of econom-
ics of ageing (retirement, saving, portfolio 
choice, health, pensions). Frank de Jong and 
Bas Werker participate in Netspar research 
on asset and liability management of pension 
funds and insurance companies. Bertrand 
Melenberg and Martin Salm participate in the 
theme “Living longer in good health.” Arthur 
van Soest, Frederic Vermeulen, Tobias Klein, 
and Martin Salm work on “Pensions, Ageing 
and Retirement Decisions.” An example of 
Netspar related research is the work by Van 
Soest and co-authors on measuring risk atti-
tudes (like risk aversion and loss aversion) 
and errors in financial decision making, with 
implications for policies that can help people 
to make better decisions related to saving for 
retirement and in which financial products to 
invest.

2.2.2.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009 

Research. The aim of the Macroeconomics 
research group is to contribute to the scien-
tific discussion and academic literature at 
the highest possible level. Several members 
of the Macro research group contribute to 
theme-oriented research groups such as ebc, 
Netspar and tilec. Major areas of research 
are financial economics, in particular related 
to banking and macroeconomics. In addition, 
key areas of research of the Macro research 
group are labor economics and public econom-
ics. The research group produced many 
new working papers during the year. In the 
area of financial economics, Thorsten Beck 
published a CentER Discussion Paper on ‘Bank 
Financing for smes: Evidence across Countries 
and Bank-Ownership Types’, while Lans 
Bovenberg published a Dutch Central Bank 
(dnb) Working Paper on ‘Stabilizing Pay-as-
you-go Pension Schemes in the Face of Rising 
Longevity and Falling Fertility: An Application 
to the Netherlands’. Harry Huizinga further 
published a CentER Discussion Paper on 
‘Bank Activity and Funding Strategies: The 
Impact on Risk and Return’. Johan Graafland 
in turn published a working paper on ‘Calvin’s 
Restrictions on Interest: Guidelines for the 
Credit Crisis’, while Martin Knaup and Wolf 
Wagner published a CentER Discussion Paper 
on ‘A Market Based Measure of Credit Quality 
and Banks’ Performance during the Subprime 
Crisis’.

2.2.3.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009

Research. The Microeconomics group is 
particularly active in the following five areas: 
(i) economic theory and game theory, (ii) 
industrial organization, (iii) health and labor 
economics, (iv) environmental economics, 
and (v) experimental economics. Many of the 
members of our group are active in more than 
one of these areas and there are no formal 
borders between them. 
 This year we had two conferences on the 
intersection of the industrial organization 
and health groups. In February there was the 
conference on “Competition in Health Care 
Markets” and in October “Effective Managed 
Competition: Health Care at Both Sides of the 
Ocean” (Co-organized by tilec, tranzo and 
the Dutch Ministry of Health, Welfare and 
Sport). These conferences were well attended 
by both researchers and practitioners from the 
Netherlands and abroad. 
 In labor economics, Jan van Ours (together 
with eleven European partners) obtained 
funding for research from norface (New 
Opportunities for Research Funding 
Co-operation in Europe). norface is a part-
nership between twelve research councils to 
increase co-operation in research and research 
policy in Europe. The Tilburg part of the 
funding covers a 3-year postdoc position to 
do research on the educational attainment of 
immigrant children.  
 The environmental group participates in a 
new research center: the Tilburg Sustainability 

Center (tsc). The multidisciplinary tsc was 
founded in 2009 to bundle and focus research 
on sustainability in different faculties of our 
university. The tsc’s activities include collab-
orative research between economists, legal 
scientists and sociologists on fundamental and 
applied problems in relation to sustainability.  
 The experimental economics group together 
with tiber organized its 8th Symposium on 
Psychology and Economics. Charles Noussair 
gave a keynote lecture at the 4th Annual 
Australian Experimental Economics 
Workshop in Christchurch, New Zealand 
and taught in a summer school called the 
“Advanced Workshop for Experimental 
Economists” held in Sydney, Australia in July. 
 People. Reyer Gerlagh joined us at the 
senior level as professor of environmen-
tal economics. At the junior level, the 
Micro group was strengthened by Patricio 
Dalton, Meltem Daysal, Matteo Picchio, 
Florian Schütt, Stefan Trautmann and 
Gonzague Vannoorenberghe.  
 Societal relevance. Most research of the 
Micro group has direct relevance for society. 
This year two projects in the Micro group 
were finalized that were funded by the Dutch 
ministry of economic affairs together with 
nwo (so called DvI grants). Both projects 
analyzed the effects of imperfect competition 
in product markets on innovation. 
 The two health care conferences mentioned 
above were attended by employees from the 
ministry of health, the Dutch health care 
regulator and the Dutch competition author-
ity. The first conference was opened by the 
then chairman of the board of the NZa, Frank 
de Grave. The second conference closed with 
a policy session where the Dutch minister of 
health, Ab Klink, gave a presentation.  
 In cooperation with tilec, a number of 
workshops were organized for policy makers 
in The Hague on topics like the effects of 
regulation on productivity and innovation, 
procurement of public services and energy 
policy. 
 Jan Potters taught a crash course on 
Behavioral Economics for the Netherlands 
Bureau for Economic Policy Analysis (cpb). 
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Further he contributed to the book ‘The 
Human Decision Maker; On the Psychology of 
Choice and Behaviour’ that was presented by 
the Scientific Council for Government Policy 
(wrr) to the Dutch Minister of Health. 
 tsc organized a workshop to discuss how 
the negotiations at the Copenhagen Summit 
will affect everyday life for all of us.

2.2.4.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009

Research. The objective of the Research Group 
Accounting (rga) is to play a leading role in 
economics-based accounting research. rga 
is ranked 2nd in Europe behind lbs and 27th 
in the world, according to the University of 
Texas, Dallas research ranking of the top 100 
business schools. Members of rga published 
ten articles in the top three leading account-
ing journals over the period 2004–2008 (the 
Accounting Review, Journal of Accounting 
and Economics, and Journal of Accounting 
Research). The group was evaluated by the 
Association of Dutch Universities (vsnu) 
in November 2008 and received the follow-
ing scores in 2009 (on a 5-point scale, with 
5 being the highest): 4.5 for quality, 4.5 for 
productivity, 4 for relevance and 4 for viability. 
With this evaluation, Tilburg’s rga is the top 
accounting research group in the Netherlands.
Research areas. The rga members are active 
in three broad areas: (1) financial accounting 
(2) management accounting, and (3) audit-
ing and taxation. Within these areas, rga 
members apply different methodologies, such 
as sample-based archival research, survey-
based analyses, simulations, lab experiments, 
and analytical derivations. All rga researchers 
have international collaborations. 
 In the area of financial accounting, rga 
members produced further findings on the 
effects of the mandatory implementation of 
the international financial accounting stan-
dards (ifrs). In this context, rga is involved 

in the ec sponsored intacct research 
network. Other research in this area involves 
disclosure choices during conference calls, 
information processing by financial analysts, 
bankruptcy risk assessment and valuation 
of ipos, effects of accounting conservatism, 
and earnings management and private equity 
involvement. 
 In management accounting, empirical 
research on the use of performance measures 
and its relation to organizational design was 
further developed. Issues related to incentive 
effects of budget systems, transfer pricing, cost 
accounting system design were investigated. 
In addition, research on governance aspects 
and ceo compensation were further devel-
oped. 
 In the area of auditing and taxation, work 
relates to the measurement of audit quality 
and the role of auditors in the reporting envi-
ronment. Audit specialization and networking 
are new areas being explored. 
 Research highlights. The rga hosted 44 
accounting workshop presentations during 
the weekly seminar series and the two rga 
Research Camps. Twenty seminar speak-
ers came from leading schools from North 
America, such as Chicago, Yale, Stanford, 
Columbia, Florida, Notre Dame, and Miami. 
Ten speakers came from schools outside of the 
Netherlands, such as lbs, insead, hec Paris, 
Lancaster and Mannheim. The rga continued 
its successful tradition in organizing a Spring 
and Fall Research Camp at which leading 
accounting scholars presented their work. 
 The Spring Camp focused on financial 
accounting research in the area of ‘reporting 
and regulation’ and featured presentations 
by Ray Ball (University of Chicago), Steven 
Crawford (Rice University), Clive Lennox 
(hkust), and Jonathan Rogers (University of 
Chicago). All papers were discussed by people 
from accounting practice (big4) and regula-
tion (afm). The Fall Camp on October 9 and 
10 coincided with the Review of Accounting 
Studies annual conference (one of the top 5 
journals in accounting research), a clear indi-
cation of the international reputation of the 
rga. The presented conference papers will be 
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published in a special issue of the journal. The 
following researchers presented their work 
at the rast conference: Stefan Reichelstein 
(Stanford University), Partha Mohanram 
(Columbia University), Tim Baldenius 
(Columbia University), David Reppenhagen 
(University of Florida) and Xi Li (lbs). The 
rga is currently organizing the Spring 2010 
Camp on the issue of international accounting 
research. 
 Ph.D. program. One Research Master 
student, Edith Leung, successfully defended 
her Master thesis and was admitted to the PhD 
program under the supervision of Philip Joos. 
Seven students started their first year in the 
Research Master program Accounting. 
 People. Arnt Verriest joined the rga in 
September as assistant professor of account-
ing. Verriest graduated in June 2009 from the 
University of Leuven, after having spent 10 
months as a visiting scholar at the University 
of Chicago. Several people visited rga during 
2009, including Dennis Völler (University 
of Mannheim), Vicky Kiosse (Lancaster 
University) and Jens Müller (University of 
Paderborn) as experienced intacct research-
ers and Ahmed Tahoun as an early stage 
intacct researcher. 
  Societal relevance. The research conducted 
by members of the group is of high societal 
relevance. First, several researchers contrib-
ute to the social and political debate on the 
usefulness and relevance of international 
corporate reporting standards. This item was 
discussed at the g20 meeting in April 2009 in 
London, and the usa is currently considering 
the adoption of the international standards 
(ifrs). The research projects focus on whether 
ifrs improves stock price informativeness, 
financial analysts’ information processing, and 
whether us investors would benefit from ifrs 
adoption. The call for more global rules and 
regulation was further discussed at the rga 
Spring Camp in April with leading academ-
ics and practitioners. The Dutch Authority 
for the Financial Markets (afm) was involved 
in this debate, and Bedrijvig Brabant and De 
Accountant wrote extensive articles on the 
discussions held during the Spring Camp.

Secondly, several management accounting 
research projects caught the media’s atten-
tion. Cardinaels was extensively interviewed 
about his view expressed in his paper on 
corporate governance in not-for-profit hospi-
tals. Bouwens wrote several articles in the 
controllers’ magazine Management Control 
& Accounting on performance measurement 
and executive compensation, a topic that is 
highly controversial during the current finan-
cial crisis. In addition, Bouwens published 
frequently in the Dutch press (Financieele 
Dagblad), and in online blog MeJudice with 
comments on the economic situation and the 
question about bank regulation.

Highlights

In February, a paper published on the ssrn 
showed that Tilburg has one of the most 
productive research groups in the world in the 
areas of managerial and analytical account-
ing. In October Eddy Cardinaels joined the 
editorial board of the European Accounting 
Review and in December, Jan Bouwens won 
the Limperg Medal.

2.2.5.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009

Research and activities. The Finance group 
continues to aim to publish its fundamental 
scientific research in top (finance) journals. 
In 2009, it has been particularly successful in 
this respect, as nine papers dealing with topics 
in financial economics by group members 
were accepted or published by the Journal of 
Finance, the Journal of Financial Economics, 
and the Review of Financial Studies. Other 
papers were published in or accepted by top 
economics and strategy journals such as the 
American Economic Review, Management 
Science, the Strategic Management Journal, and 
top field journals such as the Economic Journal, 
the Journal of Development Economics, the 
Journal of Financial and Quantitative Analysis, 
the Review of Finance, the Journal of Monetary 
Economics, the Journal of Econometrics, and 
the Journal of Financial Intermediation, among 
others. 
 It should be noted that some of these 
publications were by group members that 
have, given their research interests, multiple 
research group affiliations. A productive inter-
action and cooperation with other CentER 
research groups (especially Macro, Micro, and 
Econometrics) continues to inspire the intel-
lectual life in the group. Group members value 
and benefit tremendously from this collabora-
tion, as well as cooperation with the tilec 
and ebc research centers. In addition, group 
members continue to collaborate intensely 
with colleagues from a variety of other 

renowned research institutions, located in the 
Netherlands, Europe or the usa (for example, 
the Belgian Central Bank, Bocconi University, 
Brown University, University of Cambridge, 
Columbia University, Cornell University, 
Duke University, Erasmus University 
Rotterdam, the European Central Bank, Ghent 
University, University of Leuven, insead, 
the International Monetary Fund, Oxford 
Business School, University of Mannheim, 
the mit, Northwestern University, the 
Stockholm School of Economics, University 
of Texas, University of Turin, the University 
of Amsterdam, the University of British 
Columbia, the University of South Carolina, 
Warwick University, the World Bank, and Yale 
University). Group members are also affiliated 
with permanent research networks such as 
cepr, cesifo, ecb-cfs, and ecgi. 
 Research in the group continues to 
span both corporate finance and asset pric-
ing. In corporate finance, areas of extended 
interest include corporate governance (in 
particular managerial compensation), private 
equity, market microstructure, and empiri-
cal banking. In asset pricing, members focus 
on fund management, behavioral finance, 
high-frequency empirical asset pricing, risk 
factors, and derivative pricing. The high qual-
ity objectives of the group continue to find 
their reflection in numerous research-related 
activities. The group organized 28 seminars 
by external speakers in 2009. The group also 
introduced brown bag seminars by long-term 
visitors, internal members, and (occasionally) 
external speakers with the aim of presenting 
early-stage work; there were 16 such seminars 
in 2009, with 24 speakers. External speakers 
not only present their work in a seminar, but 
also discuss their research for at least 5 to 7 
hours on the visiting day with both faculty and 
doctoral students. Members of the group have 
received several long-term research grants, 
including from the nwo and the European 
Investment Bank. Finally, group members 
are very active in Netspar, the public-private 
research network on pensions, aging and 
retirement. 
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 In addition to short-term visitors, such 
as seminar speakers, the group also hosted a 
number of long-term visitors (staying from 
a few days to a few months), such as: Allen 
Berger (Moore School of Business, University 
of South Carolina), Katrien Bosquet, (PhD 
student, Leuven), Kenneth Brevoort (Federal 
Reserve Board, Washington), Esther 
Eiling (University of Toronto), Scott Frame 
(Federal Reserve Bank of Atlanta), Anaïs 
Hamelin (University Strasbourg), Karolin 
Kirschenmann (PhD student, University 
of Mannheim), Paul Kofman (University 
of Melbourne), Jose Liberti (DePaul 
University, Chicago), Mehmet Umutlu 
(Bilkent University, Ankara), Natalja von 
Westernhagen (Deutsche Bundesbank).
 People. The group expanded again this 
year by welcoming Joost Driessen and Oliver 
Spalt; it also welcomed three associate faculty 
members: Martin Brown (Swiss National 
Bank), Bruno Gerard (Norwegian School of 
Management) and Luc Laeven (International 
Monetary Fund). It has lost Joachim Inkmann 
(to the University of Melbourne). Four PhD 
students graduated and moved to a new insti-
tution: Geraldo Cerqueiro (Nova University, 
Lisbon), Jiajia Cui (Amsterdam University), 
Crina Pungulescu (Toulouse Barcelona 
Business School) and Zhen Shi (University of 
Melbourne).
 Societal relevance. The research output 
of the group has proved of high societal 
relevance. This can be measured along several 
dimensions. Much of the research produced 
by the group has direct implications that are 
relevant for economic policy, and members 
have frequent interactions with policy-makers 
at various institutions, for example the Dutch 
government, the European Central Bank, 
the European Commission, the World Bank, 
among others. Research by group members is 
also cited in policy reports, like the European 
Central Bank Financial Stability Review, and 
the European Central Bank Research Bulletin. 
Group members are often invited as keynote 
speakers at public policy events. The societal 
relevance of our research is also reflected in 
the decision of the Dutch financial markets 
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regulator (afm) to sponsor the chair of Hans 
Degryse.
 Several group members are also active 
in Netspar, the Dutch network for studies 
on pension, aging, and retirement. Netspar 
is a Dutch Societal Top Institute (mti: 
Maatschappelijk Top Instituut); as such it 
combines scientific research with active 
involvement in the policy debate on pensions 
and retirement. In Netspar papers researchers 
from the finance group take position in press-
ing questions related to the further develop-
ment of the Dutch pension system.
 Finally, group members are often present 
in the Dutch and international press and in 
online blogs, writing op-eds, commenting the 
economic situation, and presenting the impli-
cations of the results of their research. They are 
also often interviewed by Dutch and foreign 
television and radio channels. Outlets of these 
activities in 2009 include, for example, the 
Financieele Dagblad, the Nederlands Dagblad, 
the Brabants Dagblad, De Telegraaf, Le Temps, 
the Handelsblatt, the Neue Zürcher Zeitung, 
the Economist, the Financial Times, the New 
York Times, www.voxeu.org, and the Times of 
India.

2.2.6.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009

Research. The research group in Marketing is a 
top five marketing group in Europe in terms of 
academic reputation and research productivity. 
It aims to maintain this position by combin-
ing the strengths of three key research areas, 
respectively marketing strategy, consumer 
behavior, and marketing modeling.
 The three key areas of research are tradi-
tionally associated with different support-
ing disciplines, and with different journals. 
Marketing strategy is closely linked to research 
in organization, economics and sociology. 
Consumer behavior draws heavily from work 
in psychology and behavioral decision theory. 
Marketing modeling is strongly connected to 
economics, econometrics and psychomet-
rics. In our work and in the composition of 
the group we try to balance these disciplines. 
Some members of the group come from one 
of the supporting disciplines, and apply and 
extend the theories and methods that they 
brought from there. Others are native busi-
ness administration people using theories and 
methodologies from the supporting disci-
plines, and trying to blend them to extend 
marketing thinking. Our research aims to 
make an important impact in the science and 
practice of marketing.
 Publications in top academic journals, 
such as the Journal of Marketing, Journal 
of Marketing Research, the Journal of 
Consumer Research, International Journal 
of Research in Marketing, Marketing Science, 
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and Management Science as one indicator of 
research productivity are of a high level, and 
we expect to retain and possibly step-up this 
level. The marketing group is represented 
in the editorial boards of all top-journals in 
marketing. Our aim to contribute to the core 
discipline on which marketing is founded is 
reflected in recent publications in the Journal 
of the American Statistical Association (2008), 
and Journal of Political Economy (2009, forth-
coming). 
 The recognition of our peers, as another 
indicator of research quality and produc-
tivity is excellent too. This is reflected, 
among others, in the array of national and 
international visitors and speakers that 
enthusiastically present at the seminars and 
annual research meetings, and at the annual 
Christmas Camp. In addition, international 
speakers offer half-day tutorials to Research 
Master’s and Ph.D. students on their topics 
of specialization. The Marketing group is 
centrally involved in CentERlab, a top-notch 
data collection facility for consumer behavior 
and decision making research. CentERlab 
has 10 individual cubicles and a group room 
for experiments, and contains four infra-red 
eye-trackers to assess informational processes 
during decision making. Data collection in 
CentERlab is essentially throughout the year. 
This provides researchers opportunities to 
rapidly empirically tests behavioral theories of 
market behavior by consumers, managers and 
firms.

2.2.7.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009

Research. Research in the Operations Research 
(or) group can be divided into the follow-
ing five sub-fields, which are identified by 
the different methods and tools: stochastic 
operations research, deterministic opera-
tions research, simulation & business intel-
ligence, combinatorial mathematics, and game 
theory. In many recent projects carried out by 
members of the or group these sub-fields are 
connected.
 In the area of stochastic operations research, 
the focus is on service and manufacturing 
systems and their performance analysis, 
optimal design, control, and maintenance. A 
common feature is the presence of uncertainty, 
so the main operations research methods 
originate from stochastic operations research, 
especially queuing theory, probability theory, 
Markov chains, and stochastic control theory. 
Several members of the OR group connect 
stochastic operations research and simulation 
by working on simulation-based optimiza-
tion methods, from both a theoretical and an 
applied perspective.
 In deterministic operations research, 
research is concentrated on the development 
and analysis of deterministic operations 
research models for design and manage-
ment of supply chains, including production, 
distribution, after-service, and recycling. 
For example, the periodic vehicle routing 
problem is studied in combination with the 
inventory routing problem. Additionally, 

this line of research covers the entire cycle of 
development, implementation, and benefi-
cial operation of deterministic optimization 
techniques in industry. It also includes work 
on semi-definite programming, discrete opti-
mization, complementarity problems, optimal 
control, and differential games. Semi-definite 
programming is applied to, for example, the 
travelling salesman problem and assignment 
problems. In discrete optimization, the exis-
tence of discrete zero points is studied, and 
simplicial algorithms to find such points are 
developed. 
 The main focus of simulation can be 
described as follows: In various areas of 
research, scientists often apply (large) stochas-
tic or deterministic non-linear simulation 
models to analyze complex problems, such 
as supply chains. Classic and robust optimi-
zation issues based on simulation models is 
approached through linear regression and 
Kriging. Research in business intelligence 
studies how, in many decision problems 
in business, decision-makers rely on both 
knowledge of experts and information stored 
in company databases. Rule-based systems 
support the process of automatic deduction 
based on rules acquired from experts, whereas 
data-mining systems derive knowledge that is 
implicitly encoded in a large number of similar 
cases stored in a database. 
 Research in combinatorial mathematics 
aims, among others, at developing tools for 
combinatorial problems in optimization and 
the design and evaluation of deterministic 
simulation models. Examples are fast algo-
rithms and schedules for computer experi-
ments (simulation), and applications of semi-
definite programming (deterministic or) to 
combinatorial problems. Research in graph 
theory, design theory, and complexity theory 
provides a theoretical basis. 
 In game theory there is interplay between 
cooperative games and operations research, 
because of the basic discrete structure of 
graphs or networks underlying combina-
torial optimization problems. One of the 
main topics concerns allocation problems 
of jointly generated extra revenues, tackled 
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by constructing corresponding cooperative 
games. Applications include routing problems, 
scheduling problems, search problems in 
networks, and the analysis of network topolo-
gies of covert (e.g. terroristic) organizations. 
For cooperative games with limited communi-
cation possibilities, new solutions concepts are 
developed, in particular for situations where 
not all coalitions are admissible because the 
members cannot communicate.
 Research highlights. In 2009, four papers 
were published in top journals. Further, two 
papers have already been accepted for publi-
cation in top journals in 2010. Besides these 
research papers, two important survey papers 
were published: Laurent published a survey on 
sums of squares, moment matrices and opti-
mization over polynomials, whereas Van Dam 
and Haemers published a survey on spectral 
characterizations of graphs. Several publica-
tions of the group were recorded as most cited 
or downloaded in the relevant journal or area.
 People. Monique Laurent was hired as full 
professor. Aharon Ben-Tal (Technion) became 
an Extramural Fellow. He was also the Stieltjes 
Professor in 2009, and visited our research 
group several times.
 Societal relevance. Brekelmans and Den 
Hertog finished a project with Deltares, in 
which an optimization method was devel-
oped to optimize the heights of the dikes in 
the Netherlands. The software company hkv 
incorporated this mixed-integer nonlinear 
programming method in user-friendly soft-
ware. This software is now used by Deltares 
to define the new strategies and norms for 
the dike heights in the Netherlands. Research 
on dike height optimization still continues: 
together with Kort and Chahim, they analyze 
whether impulse control can be used for such 
classes of problems. 
 Together with Rennen, Den Hertog devel-
oped an optimization model for the marketing 
company GfK, which can be used to optimize 
the marketing strategy of big companies. The 
resulting model is a mixed integer nonlinear 
programming model. This model is heavily 
used by GfK, and has already shown to be very 
useful for a big company in the Netherlands. 

In 2010 they will work on extensions of this 
model. 
 Rennen, Van Dam, and Den Hertog 
enhanced sandwich algorithms for the 
approximation of Pareto sets in higher dimen-
sions, and applied this to a case in Intensity-
Modulated Radiation Therapy. Research on 
optimization of cancer treatment methods 
continues in cooperation with Radboud 
University Medical Center. 
 Daniëls worked on the discovery and expla-
nation of exceptional values in olap databases. 
There is a wide range of applications of these in 
performance analysis, auditing, and logistics. 
 De Klerk and Sotirov worked on the 
quadratic assignment problem (qap), that 
has applications in facility location plan-
ning (for example the layout of the Klinikum 
Regensburg was done in this way), and the 
design of circuit boards. Improved results 
were obtained for a set of previously unsolved 
problems from circuit design. Semidefinite 
programming (sdp) is gradually being 
employed in industrial applications, for 
example in the design of the wing of the new 
Airbus A380. Such applications drive the need 
for more efficient software for sdp. The pre-
processing techniques (and software) devel-
oped by De Klerk, Dobre, and Sotirov contrib-
ute to this research effort. 
 Cherchye’s research on production and 
consumption analysis pertains to using 
operations research techniques for empirically 
analyzing microeconomic choice behavior.
Lindelauf, Borm, and Hamers analyzed terror-
ist network topologies and their resilience 
against disruption.

2.2.8.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009

Research. Over the past year, the group has 
renewed itself in order to further its interna-
tional presence, visibility, and reputation as 
one of the top five groups in Organization and 
Strategy in Europe. Group members focused 
on producing a steady stream of submissions 
and publications in leading management jour-
nals in Strategy, International Management, 
Organization Theory, Logistics, and other 
subfields of Management.
 Activities. We continue aiming to publish 
in major international journals, especially 
those associated with leading North American 
scholarship; participating actively in a variety 
of editorial boards, conference committees and 
other international activities; inviting lead-
ing scholars to our Department for research 
seminars and intensive workshops with Ph.D. 
students; and hiring and trying to attract 
promising or reputed researchers from the 
international market. 
 The group aims to train Ph.D. students 
to achieve a level of academic excellence that 
makes them attractive for leading schools. 
Although the group did not have a student on 
the Ph.D. job market during 2009, graduate 
Mario Schijven (who had previously obtained 
a position at a highly reputed school in North 
America, Texas a&m University) received 
the Tilburg University dissertation award in 
September 2009. 
 The Center for Innovation Research at 
Tilburg University (cir), which the group 
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co-founded together with the Organization 
Studies group of fsbs, had its first full year 
of operation during 2009. This included a 
monthly external speaker series featuring 
noted innovation scholars, and two joint 
events with partners Bocconi University and 
Copenhagen Business School.
 People. The group had a highly successful 
recruiting year. During 2009, one full profes-
sor joined the group and the group recruited 
one associate professor (who joined in January 
2010) and two assistant professors (who joined 
in August and September 2009). In addition, 
the group is hosting a post-doctoral researcher 
of the Center for Innovation Research.	
 Future. For the future, we hope to further 
extend the breadth and depth of our interna-
tional activities and to close in or consolidate 
the third spot in Europe among B-Schools in 
terms of publications in leading management 
journals – notwithstanding the vast difference 
in resources with such schools as insead and 
lbs. We aim to get recognition worldwide 
for research excellence while going head-to-
head with (or, perhaps, even leading) the best 
European schools in a few specific domains.
 Societal relevance. In light of globaliza-
tion and increasing rates of change in corpo-
rate strategies and organization, the group’s 
research has clear relevance to topics of 
importance to the business community and 
to society in general. During 2009, the group 
placed renewed emphasis on research in the 
areas of innovation and entrepreneurship, two 
topics of great concern for the Netherlands 
and for Europe more generally. While the 
group’s primary mission is to conduct and 
publish academic research in Organization and 
Strategy in general, the group also maintains 
an active program of applied research. This 
includes contracted research and sponsored 
research, including a large-scale cir project 
pertaining to managing change in the ship-
building industry which got under way during

2.2.9.A. ACTIVITIES IN 2009	

Research. The research conducted by the 
Information Management (im) group can be 
summarized as follows: “explain, predict, 
design, develop, and thus improve the impact 
of ict on the performance of teams, organiza-
tions, and networks of organizations”.
 The principal objective of this research 
group is to contribute to a wide variety of 
research issues related to interdisciplinary 
research and development in Information 
Systems (is) and influence the future pros-
pects and development of the field at an 
international level. In particular, the research 
undertaken by im aims at producing new 
concepts and methodologies and developing 
cutting edge technology with wide appli-
cability that addresses challenging research 
problems.
 It aims at advancing the current state of the 
art regarding application, content and delivery 
of information and information systems origi-
nating from diverse organizations, improving 
the art of decision making and integrating 
new technologies into the business practice. 
Problems and considerations that im addresses 
apply equally well to medium-sized compa-
nies with network-based systems and to large 
organizations seeking to engage in the prac-
tices of international electronic commerce and 
become global businesses. 
 
The targeted areas of research are summarized 
in the following broad categories:

–	 Business process, value networks and their 
governance

–	 Knowledge management and collaboration
–	 Electronic services and the management of 

business processes
–	 Methods and modeling for information 

systems and management
The specific focus of im lies on “agile busi-
ness networks”, i.e. networks of business 
organizations whose cooperation is enacted 
and enabled by ict solutions, in particular via 
service-oriented architectures. This subsumes 
the design of constructs for describing and 
specifying agile business networks and the 
enabling ict, and the empirical study of busi-
ness networks enabled by ict. The research 
group is also very active in the domains of 
group support, medical information systems, 
and incident management. 
 In 2009, the group renamed itself from 
Computerized Information Systems (cis) to 
Information Management (im), to reflect its 
close integration into the Tilburg School of 
Economics and Management. 
 People. Willem-Jan van den Heuvel was 
promoted to full professorship. The group 
has almost doubled the number of PhD posi-
tions, mostly through national and European 
research projects.
 Societal Relevance. Research at IM aims 
at improving human work processes within 
business and other information-intensive 
organizations. Our Department has estab-
lished an Advisory Committee consisting of 
distinguished representatives of the it indus-
try to synchronize our research and education 
with the demands of business. Furthermore, 
we have a tradition of hiring researchers 
from industry to sponsored chairs (e.g. Henk 
Akkermans). This establishes a direct chan-
nel for learning about the latest business 
requirements for ict support. Research by 
Bartel Van de Walle on incident management 
aims at aiding emergency teams in the case 
of natural disasters, e.g. by researching how 
members of emergency teams communicate 
in situations where critical components of 
the information infrastructure has broken 
down. Mike Papazoglou is aiding the European 
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Commission to shape its strategy for ict, in 
particular with regard to Service Science. This 
has led to the establishment of the European 
Research Institute on Service Science (eriss) 
as a subdivision of CentER. eriss is designed 
as an open institute where members outside 
Tilburg University can join. Currently, eriss 
manages about six national and European 
projects covering both business and techni-
cal aspects of (is-related) service science. The 
results of past projects are being used beyond 
the scope of the group. For example, the meta 
modeling system ConceptBase (Manfred 
Jeusfeld), which is originally developed for 
modeling is requirements, is now also used 
to create an ontology for music composi-
tion and its didactic. Martin Smits is advising 
the regional hospitals on improving their 
work processes. Anne-Françoise Rutkowski 
researches the effects of information technol-
ogy on medical staff in the operating room to 
help them reduce certain forms of errors.

2.3. THEME ORIENTED RESEARCH

There are several specialized research centers 
within CentER that have been founded by 
members of CentER’s research groups. These 
can be divided into three categories: National, 
Interfaculty and Internal (within CentER).

National:

The Network for Studies on Pensions, 
Aging and Retirement (Netspar) is an inter-
university network for research and education 
in the field of pensions, aging and retirement. 
It is an independent network composed 
of academics and practitioners in the field, 
supported by universities as well as private 
and public institutions with an interest in 
Netspar’s research topics. Netspar is supported 
by 4 pension funds and asset liability compa-
nies; 6 insurance companies and banks; 6 
public sector institutes; 7 universities and 2 
other institutes. 

Tilburg Center of Finance (tcf) is an initia-
tive of the Finance research group of CentER 
that aims to provide a platform where financial 
institutions meet with finance academia. 

Interfaculty:

The Center for Innovation Research (cir) 
is formed by researchers from both TiSEM and 
the Faculty of Social and Behavioral Sciences. 
The aim of cir is to bundles and promotes 
research relating to innovation strategy and 
the organization of innovation. 

The European Research Institute on 
Service Science (eriss) was founded in 2009 
and undertakes innovative, interdisciplinary 
services research. It focuses on real-world 
challenges that demand the use of multiple 
conceptual, methodological and substantive 
approaches. Using a wide range of research 
techniques allows it to devise innovative solu-
tions. eriss is initially focusing on service 
value networks, and has members spread in 
research institutes and universities all over the 
world. 
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The European Banking Center (ebc) 
combines research in the areas of macroeco-
nomics and financial economics. The center is 
active in the areas of central banking, financial 
intermediation, financial sector regulation and 
the role of finance in economic development. 

The mission of the Research Institute for 
Flexicurity, Labour Market Dynamics and 
Social Cohesion at Tilburg University 
(ReflecT) is to perform high-quality multi-
disciplinary labor market and employment 
research, aiming at a leading academic position 
at the European level. ReflecT is a inter-faculty 
and multi-disciplinary research institute initi-
ated and coordinated by the Faculty of Law of 
Tilburg University in which also TiSEM and 
the Faculty of Social and Behavioral Sciences 
are involved. 

The Tilburg Center for Logic and 
Philosophy of Science (TiLPS) is devoted to 
the study of logic and philosophy of science 
in all its forms. It has a particular interest in 
the philosophical problems of economics and 
the social and behavioral sciences and is a joint 
effort between the Faculty of Humanities and 
TiSEM. 

The Tilburg Law and Economics Center 
(tilec) is an interdisciplinary research initia-
tive of TiSEM and the Faculty of Law. tilec 
is active in the following areas: market design 
and related institutional matters, competition 
law and regulation, corporate governance and 
finance. 

The Tilburg Institute for Behavioral 
Economics Research (tiber) is a research 
initiative in which TiSEM works with the 
Faculty of Social Sciences. tiber aims at 
becoming the leading center for scientific 
expertise in the field of behavioral decision-
making. 

The Tilburg Sustainability Center (tsc) 
was established in 2009. It is a multidisci-
plinary research center on sustainability, 
and a joint initiative of the Faculties of Law, 

Social and Behavioral Sciences, and TiSEM.

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3.1 INTRODUCTION 

CentER offers a five-year Ph.D. program in 
Economics and in Business. The program 
includes two years of course work, concen-
trated in a Research Master. After the course 
work is completed, students can continue 
with the dissertation phase, which lasts three 
years. The Graduate Program in Information 
Management offers a 4-year Ph.D. program. 
More information on the curriculum for 
all programs can be found on our website: 
http://center.uvt.nl/gs.

In 2009, CentER offered three graduate 
programs: in economics, in business and in 
information management. The Graduate 
Program in Economics (gpe) covers the fields 
of econometrics, macroeconomics and micro-
economics. The Graduate Program in Business 
covers the fields of accounting, finance, 
marketing, operations research and organiza-
tion. The Graduate Program in Information 
Management (gpim) covers the area of infor-
mation management. 

At the beginning of 2009, the Research 
Master programs in Economics and Business 
were re-accredited by the Dutch Flemish 
Accreditation Organization (nvao). 
Accreditation concerns programs that already 
award (nationally) recognized degrees.

In August 2009 we received notification that 
the CentER Graduate School was one of nine 
graduate schools that will receive an addi-
tional grant in the new Graduate Program of 
the Netherlands Organization for Scientific 
Research (nwo). The grant (A 800,000 euro

per school) is meant for the formation of an 
excellent education and research environment 
for very talented young researchers.

At the end of 2009, we launched our CentER 
Honors Program, an excellence program 
targeted at the top Tilburg University 
students. The program will commence in 
January 2010. 

3.1.1. RESEARCH MASTER’S PROGRAM

This section deals with the academic year 
2009-2010.

The Research Master programs in Economics 
and Business commenced in the 2003-2004 
academic year. This two-year in-depth course 
of study combines coursework with a Master’s 
dissertation. Virtually all course work for the 
graduate (Ph.D.) program is concentrated 
in the Master’s program. The courses and 
workshops for the 2nd year Research Master 
students are also organized by (inter)national 
networks for graduate education (see also 
section 3.6.). Highly motivated students 
with at least three years of academic study 
in economics or econometrics, a Bachelor’s 
degree (B.A. / B.Sc. / B.S.) in either of these 
disciplines, or a comparable undergraduate 
qualification are encouraged to apply for this 
rigorous and challenging program. The courses 
are given by CentER faculty members. 

The Research Master’s program offers a broad 
and solid base for undertaking research as 
well as for general professional training. The 
students obtain an all-round competence as 
they are trained in the core areas of modern 
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economics or management theory. After 
having finished the Master’s program, the 
students obtain the Master of Science (M.Sc.) 
diploma of Tilburg University.

During the academic year 2009-2010, 89 
Master’s students, of 22 different nation-
alities,  commenced the graduate programs. 
Forty-seven started in the first year and 42 
were admitted directly into the second year. 
Twenty-seven students flowed through from 
the first year to the second year. Of these 11 
joined the gpe and 16 joined the gpb. There 
were a total of 127 Master’s students in the 
graduate programs during 2009, 46 in the 
first year and 81 in the second year. Of these, 
53 participated in the gpe and 74 in the gpb. 
Eighty-seven Master’s students came from 
abroad. Individual Master’s courses were also 
attended by students from other Master’s 
programs of TiSEM and students from other 
Dutch universities.

3.1.2. PH.D. PROGRAM

Virtually all the course work for the gradu-
ate (Ph.D.) program is concentrated in the 
Research Master programs.

The dissertation phase of the five-year Ph.D. 
program (for Economics and Business) lasts 
for three years and is designed for candidates 
with an M.Sc. or equivalent qualification in 
economics, econometrics, information science 
or related discipline. This phase revolves 
entirely around original research and a final 
dissertation. Ph.D. candidates also partici-
pate in seminars and professional confer-
ences, where they present papers related to 
their research. In CentER’s seminar series, 
Ph.D. students are afforded the opportunity 
to present their ongoing research. In these 
seminars CentER faculty members also pres-
ent research in their fields and thus possible 
topics for dissertation research are suggested 
and contacts between students and faculty 
members are facilitated.

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The dissertation phase of the four-year Ph.D. 
program in Information Management lasts for 
four years and is designed for candidates with 
an M.A., M.S., M.Sc., Ir. or Drs. degree.

Since 1992, 76 CentER Master’s students have 
moved on to the (old-style) 4-year Ph.D. 
programs: 32 of them to the gpe, 16 to the gpb 
and 28 to the (former) gpim. In addition, 72 
students have moved on to the (new-style) 
3-year Ph.D. programs: 25 to the gpe and 47 to 
the gpb. In 2009, 33 students were accepted 
(11 for the gpe, 19 for the gpb and 3 for the 
gpim). Twenty-two of them were Tilburg 
University students and 11 came from abroad. 
Most Research Master students will be invited 
to apply for the dissertation phase upon the 
completion of the M.Sc. diploma.

Figure 3 shows the number of Ph.D. students 
during the last ten years. Ph.D. students are 
employees of the university and receive a 
salary. Growth is thus usually limited by 
budgetary constraints unless more external 
funding is found. The total number of Ph.D. 
students remains fairly stable although there 
was a slight dip due to the transition to the 
new five-year program in 2004. 

3.1.3. PROGRAM COMMITTEES

The graduate programs all have a program 
committee. These committees are formed 
by representative Ph.D. and Research Master 
students, the representative educational coor-
dinators and the Director of Graduate Studies. 
Educational coordinators are CentER faculty 
members, who, together with the Director 
of Graduate Studies and the supervisor, are 
responsible for the education of Ph.D. students 
from the outset. The members of the program 
committees discuss course requirements and 
course evaluations and decide on issues related 
to student selection and exchange programs.

3.1.4. PH.D. STUDENTS

Sections 3.2, 3.3 and 3.4 list the 130 CentER 
Ph.D. students participating in the graduate 
programs in the calendar year 2009 (56 within 
the gpe, 60 within the gpb, 13 within the 
gpim and 1 in two programs). Thirty Ph.D. 
students received a grant from the Netherlands 
Organization for Scientific Research (nwo). 
These students are indicated with *. 

In 2009, CentER had 9 “dual Ph.D. students”. 
A dual Ph.D. student is a subsidized promov-
endus, who, in addition to his or her Ph.D. 
research at CentER, is financed by a firm or 
government body, because of their interest 
in the research of this Ph.D. student. These 
students are indicated with a #. 

In 2009, 17 Ph.D. students defended their 
theses: 15 in the CentER Series and 2 from 
outside CentER.

4.4.2. ENDOWMENT
